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1. A report on the Fieldtrip to Malai Forest

The Department of Tourism and Travel management organized a fieldtrip for students of 4™
semester on 8" and 9" of April 2022, Jorhat, based under the objective of “Educational
importance of tourism and how it triggers deforestation as a mode for its infrastructural
development and ways to counter this issue through sustainable approaches”.

The fieldtrip also involved students interacting with Padma Shri awardee Jadav Payeng, who
is also known as the "The Forest Man of India”.

As an outcome of this trip:

1. Students were able to understand how the environment influences and modifies plant
growth and yields.

2. Students were able to understand the factors affecting the need to find sustainable
practices for maintenance of forest growth and its overall maintenance.

This is the initial phase for such kind of activities and the department plans to organize such
exposure trips frequently as an effort to instill a sense of responsibility towards protection of
the environment and biodiversity in today’s youths.

Following this event, students were asked to make PowerPoint presentations and to share the
experience with the students of other semesters of the department.

The tour started on the morning of April 8, 2022 where by the students were picked up from
College campus and the journey took around 9 hours till the destination which is a campsite
set out on the bank of the mighty river Brahmaputra called Adventure Destination. It was a two
days tour and on the first day, the students spent the evening time exploring the campsite and
the river bank followed by a camp fire and dinner savouring the local delicacies of the Mising
tribe. The camp site spread across the river bank and small huts were built to accommodate
guests, adventure activities like zip lining, military net, biking trails, boating are also available.

The meeting with the Padmashree awardee, Shri Jadhav Payeng was scheduled on the second
day, the 9™ of April 2022. The group first met the “Forest man of India” at his residence which
is located in the midst of the forest which also serve as a watch tower for him to view animals
and birds. The impression that everyone derived about this influential man on the first meeting
was ‘man with a vision’, because this is the man who at the age of 6 years old realized that
something needed to be done to create harmony and coexistence of both human and animals.
He started planting a tree a day in the barren areas of Malai forest and make it a home to many
wild animals. Over 40 years of planting trees, now the Malai forest is a very dense forest and
the number of animals inhabitant also grew. His viable ideas of ecosystem protections and
conservation gained the attention of the Government and the entire country and was honoured
with “Padma Shree” award in 2015.

His work has inspired many including a children’s book title, ‘Jadav and the Tree Place’ which
is about a man who made a forest for wild animals.

The BTTM students were fortunate to have met the ‘Forest man of India’ and had a series of
interaction with him. Questions and doubts from the students were cleared out by him. Students



showed interest and were also inspired by his ideas, approaches, passion and efforts in
converting a 550 hectares barren land into a lush green forest. What he stressed was on
knowledge that “nature strives on its own, human just have to protect it” and to people who
wants to know his story his reply was “I just plant tree and I want you to do the same”.
