
Report on "Mera Pehla Vote Desh Ke Liye" Campaign 
 

Date: 02.03.2024 - 06.03.2024 
The Ministry of Education and the Election Commission of India as per a Memorandum of 

Understanding launched this campaign that was held between 28th February 2024 and 6th March 2024. This 
initiative was undertaken to sensitise students across the country about the privileges of voting in nation – 
building and to encourage them to register and participate as voters.

2024. The activities organized are listed as under:  
 

1. Special Screening of AV content and Pledge-taking ceremony - 
The campaign was inaugurated with a special screening that was held for the students in the Seminar 

Hall of the College on the 2nd of March 2024 at 3 p. m. During the programme, AV content provided by the 
ECI and MoE was shown to students to encourage them to exercise their right to vote and register 
themselves as voters to play a part in bringing about a bright future for the country.  
       A pledge taking ceremony took place at the end of the Screening of the AV content for first time voters 
as well as all present participants. The programme concluded with a vote of thanks emphasizing on the 
importance of voting and encouraging students to not only be responsible voters themselves but to also 
impart awareness in their community at large.

4. Talk / Interactive Seminar -
